Celebration of the Sacraments of Baptism, First Communion, Confirmation, Funerals 

and Weddings: 

Bishop Donal has issued the following guidanace to Parishes in Northern Ireland:   

Baptisms are limited to attendance by the immediate family.  ‘Immediate family’ refers to  

the parents, godparents and siblings of a minor who is being baptised.  

 

The celebration of First Communion is to be deferred until September 2021.   

Provisional arrangements will be made for Confirmation to take place in June 2021 but will 

be reviewed by the Bishop in the middle of May.
